As you
probably know, Samskrita Bharati continues to advance its core mission of promoting Samskritam learning and
teaching in North America. We have come this far with your unstinted support, financial contributions, and your
steadfast faith in Samskrita Bharati’s mission. Our programs cater to all people (children, youth and adults), with
the goal of making Samskritam an integral part of our lives. Through the language of Samskritam, we can uphold
our rich and diverse cultural heritage, and broaden our horizons and by doing so, we may progress spiritually and
intellectually.

Children and young adults are our future and integral to growth of Samskritam

More than two decades of persistent efforts by our volunteers and well-wishers have resulted in thousands of people
in the US learning Samskritam. Most of them have continued their learning and are now able to converse in
Samskritam. This has provided a firm base of Samskritam speakers and teachers whose dedicated efforts have
helped our movement grow organically in forty metropolitan areas across the country. Additionally, this has helped
us launch programs specifically designed for our future generations - children and young adults. 'Samskrita-
Kendram' is one such program where families come together as a community with children, their parents and
other adults studying Samskritam in their respective classes. The increase in the number of children and adults
enrolling in our in-person classes across the country since the end of the Covid-pandemic reassures us that we
will be able to fulfill our mission of making Samskritam an everyday spoken language in the coming years.

The “Samskritam As a Foreign Language (SAFL)” program for high school students has seen consistent growth
over the years with a total enrollment of more than 500 students in the current academic year. Similarly, our Division
of Youth Education and Engagement offers opportunities for youth currently in college or working to continue to
be engaged with Samskritam thereby helping them retain their ties with our Samskriti. All these planned efforts are
helping us nurture Samskritam enthusiasts that will help lead Samskrita Bharati in the future.

Current Status of Samskrita Bharati in the US

Samskrita Bharati currently has more than 45 chapters spread across 26 states in the USA and is poised for further
growth with more than 600 dedicated volunteers. Scores of families use Samskritam as one of the languages for
communication at home. In addition to a rented office that we maintain in Santa Clara for official transactions, we
have our own center called ‘Padam’ in Aldie, VA (near Washington, DC). We plan to develop ‘Padam’ in the
coming years as a center of excellence in teaching, training, publishing, and research in Samskritam.

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Information about Samskrita Bharati’s Activities in the US

Our unique Samskritam learning program caters to people of all ages — children, high school & college students, working
professionals and other adults. In addition, we conduct community outreach programs and activities throughout the year.
Information and highlights about our various activities are indicated below.

1. Classes for Adults: Praudhasiksanam is the backbone of all Samskrita Bharati instructional programs. Our Division
of Adults’ Education (DAE) oversees a well-honed teaching system built around a meticulous syllabus involving 6 levels
of study including Sambhasana-sibiram. This syllabus, in turn, becomes the foundation for all other classes - adults, youth
and children alike. The DAE team also organizes training workshops and other programs throughout the year. If you

2. Samskrita-Kendram: Our chapters in various states run Samskritam-Kendrams, a place where weekly classes are
conducted for children (Kindergarten to 7th grade), their parents and other adults. High quality, student-friendly, level-
based curriculum is implemented in all our children's classes to systematically build speaking, reading, and writing
skills in Samskritam. Events such as Samskrita-Mela, Gita-Jayanti and Slokaspardha that are conducted through our
Samskrita-Kendrams provide an immersive Spoken Samskritam environ for our communities while anchoring our
children in our rich Samskriti.

3. Division of Distance Learning provides the following opportunities to facilitate Samskritam learning in a structured
manner that culminates in formal certification. (i) Kovida Certificate Program (KCP) involves the progressive study of
Samskritam in four levels, beginning with the basics of learning Devanagari script all the way to understanding simple
Samskritam poetry. (ii) Sambhasanam to Sastrapravesah (s2s) Certificate Course involves learning Samskritam from the
basics of conversational Samskritam all the way to getting an introductory glimpse of the Sastra-s. (iii) Gitapravesa
Certificate Program (GCP) involves assessment of students through nationally administered tests at various levels. (iv)
Introductory courses on various $astrani like vyakaranam, kavyam, yogasthastram, ayurvedah. For details, please contact

4. Samskritam As a Foreign Language (SAFL) Program: This is a three-year online program that provides an avenue
for 8™ through 12" grade students to learn Samskritam as part of foreign language requirement in high schools.
Enrollment in the SAFL program and the associated youth camps has steadily grown over the years. ‘Direct Entry Exam’
registration for fast-track students will open in February 2025 and general registration will commence from April 2025
for the 2025-2026 academic year. All students entering eighth or higher grade by Fall 2025 will be eligible to enroll. For
details, please visit http://safl.sbusa.org.

5. Division of Youth Education and Engagement: As part of this program, we conduct classes, workshops, and other
activities for college students and working professionals in the 18-30 age group to develop their continued interest in
Samskritam and stay connected with our culture. Some of the activities include (i) online Samskritam courses during the
academic year, (ii) Leadership and Samskritam workshop during Summer, (iii) Campus Samskritam Network (CSN)
related activities, and (iv) Study Abroad Program.
